Please note that the OKCMOA does not
allow religious, fundraising, or political events.

R E N T A L  F E E S
Rental fees include use of the contracted event space and furniture limited depending on the
space. Additional fees apply for the appropriate number of security and facilities staff for the
duration of the event and/or access to the Museum galleries. Rental fees do not include additional
tables, chairs, linens, etc. Our Events Team can provide more information and suggested third-
party vendors upon request.
